Quality Improvement Program (QUIP) for Education Abroad
Prospective Peer Reviewers should submit the completed application via email to info@forumea.org. 
Peer Reviewers must complete Peer Reviewer Training, either in designated workshops or in a web-based seminar. These training workshops are designed to orient Peer Reviewers to their roles and responsibilities within the specific context of the Forum’s Quality Improvement Program (QUIP). The Forum’s goal is to develop a team of Peer Reviewers whose knowledge and experience are appropriate to the types of organizations and programs under review. Thus, depending on the nature of the reviews, not every Peer Reviewer will be called upon every year. 
In the QUIP review process, the Forum staff will assign a team of at least two Peer Reviewers for the review, and will designate one of them as the Peer Review Team Leader. (Full information about the QUIP review process is available at www.forumea.org/standards-quip.cfm .) Peer Reviewers will be contacted about being selected to act as a Peer Reviewer after an organization’s Self-Study has been completed. 

Peer Reviewers will be asked to sign a Confidentiality/Non-Disclosure agreement, a Statement of Conflict of Interest; and to assign copyright of the Peer Review Report to the Forum.

The Forum Review Panel, a committee of education abroad professionals nominated by a joint committee of the Forum Council and the Forum Board of Directors, will review all Peer Reviewer applications, and, at their discretion, may consult the references of any applicant. The Forum will notify successful applicants.

Criteria
· Applicants must be members of the Forum on Education Abroad and in good standing.

· At least five years experience in education abroad (or in the case of international candidates, five years experience directly related to programming for American students)..

· At least one year experience in a senior administrative, managerial or supervisory role.

· Experience conducting, managing, or supervising quality assessments.
· Demonstrated knowledge of the academic factors that contribute to excellence in education abroad programming.
